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PROCLAMATION NO. 1343/2024

THE DEVELOPMENT AND ENFORCEMENT

WHEREAS, it has been found necessary
to establish a well-functioning Ethiopian national
standards system and vibrant standard body in
the country and avoid the duplication of duties
and responsibilitics in the process of the

development of standards;

WHEREAS, it is nccessary to regulate
the quality of locally produced, import and export
products, services and processes subject to
Ethiopian standards in order to prevent harm on
the health and safety of people, animals, plants
and the environment as well as the benefit of the

country;

WHEREAS, it is necessary to ensure the
benefit of the public through creating well
established coordination among the concerned
regulatory bodies and establishing transparent
and accountable standards development and

regulatory system;
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WHEREAS, it has become necessary to

harmonize the development and implementation

of Ethiopian Standards in line with the

International practice; to prepare a holistic
national standards law taking into account the
prevailing  rapid economic and  social
transformation of the country, and considering the
faced during the

gaps and Dbottlenecks

development and enforcement of Ethiopian
Standards;

NOW, THEREFORE, in accordance
with Article 55/(1) and (2) (f) of the Constitution
of the Federal Democratic Republic of Ethiopia, it

is hereby proclaimed as follows:

PART ONE
GENERAL PROVISIONS
1. Short Title
This  Proclamation may be cited as the
“Ethiopian  Standards  Proclamation’’No.
1343/2024.
2. Definition

Unless the context requires otherwise, in this
Proclamation:-
1/“Standard” means a document, developed
by recognized body on the basis of
consensus, that provides, for common and
repeated use, rules, guidelines or
characteristics for products, services or their
related processes or production methods and
includes packaging and labeling
requirements;
2/“Requirement” means objectively verifiable
that Services and

criteria products,

processes are needed to possess in order to
protect the health and safety of people,

animals, plants and the environment;
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3/ “Ethiopian Standards” means any standards
approved by the Board and announced by the
Standards Institute as Ethiopian Stanadards;

4/ “Standards Institute” means an Institute
which is entrusted to develop Ethiopian
standrds based on good

standardization practice with the involvement

International

of relevant bodies;

5/ “Mandatory Ethiopian Standards” means
the requirements for products or Services
whose application has been approved by the
Board and announced by the Standards

Institute as mandatory;

6/ Voluntary Ethiopian Standards” means
those which are not categorized as
Mandatory Ethiopian Standards;

7/ “Scheme” means rules, procedures and
management systems which are stipulated
for implementing product, service or process

certification;

8/ “Technical Regulation” means a document
which
characteristics or their related processes and

lays down product or service

compliance is mandatory and it may also

11/ “Product” means any industrial, agricultural

or indigenous product made for

commercial purpose;

12/ “Service” means any work done for or to
the benefit of, and at the request of a
recipient of services and provided for
remuneration;

13/ “Process” means any activity of production,
storage, transportation or disposal or those
together;

14/ “Ethiopian Standard Mark” means a mark
given for products or services that meet
the requirements of relevant Ethiopian

standards;

15/ “Permit” means a release granted for the
sell, import or export of a certain product
or Service upon the verification of its
compliance with the relevant Ethiopian

standard requirements;

16/ “Conformity Assessment” means the
that standard
requirements are fulfilled by certification,

demonstration specified

inspection ,testing or calibration;
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17/ “Conformity Assessment Body” means a

third party that performs conformity

assessment activities excluding accreditation;

18/ “Laboratory Testing” means a test on one

or more conformity assessment
characteristics through the use of specified
test procedures;
19/ “Certification” third party

20/ “Accreditation” evaluation and

22/ “Pre Shipment Inspection” means the

inspection service camied out in
accordance with Ethiopian or intemnational
requirements by the conformity assessment
bodies delegated by the Ministry before

products are imported into the country;
23/ “Inspector” means any professional deployed
by the Ministry to perform inspection

activities pursuant to this Proclamation;
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24/“Factory Surveillance” means a regulatory
activity that is carried out at production or
service delivery establishments to make sure
whether products or Services meet the
requirements of Mandatory Ethiopian

Standards before entering to the market;

25/*Market Surveillance'” means a regulatory
activity that is carried out at business
establishments, markets, wholesaler and
retailer places to ensure whether products
or Services found in the market meet and

maintain the relevant Mandatory Ethiopian

Standard requirements;

26/ “Implementer” means any person who is
obliged to use mandatory Ethiopian
Standards pursuant to this Proclamation;

27/ “Adulteration” means adding any foreign
substance or ingredient or substituting the
content of the products in whole or in part
by such other substance so as to increase
their bulk, weight or strength, or make
them appear better quality or greater value
than they are;

28/ “National Quality Infrastructure” means
the nomenclature to the entire institutional
framework, coordination and working
system whether public or prvate, the
output of which includes metrology,
standards, conformity assessment,
accreditation and legal metrology;

29/ “Ministry” or “Minister” means the
Ministry or  Minister of Trade and

Regional Integration, respectively;
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30/ Bodies”

authorized executive bodies to enforce the

“Regulatory means legally
implementation of Mandatory Ethiopian
Standards or such other bodies delegated
by them;

31/ “Region” means any state referred to under
Article 47 of the Constitution of the
Federal Democratic Republic of Ethiopia
and includes the Addis Ababa and Dire
Dawa City Administrations;

32/ “Person” means any natural or juridical
person;

33/ The provisions of this Proclamation set out
in masculine gender shall also apply to the
feminine gender.

3. Scope of Application

This shall  be

nationwide in respect of the development of

Proclamation applicable
Ethiopian standards as well as products, services
and processes subject to approved standards and
any person engaged in the development,

enforcement and application of such standards.

PARTTWO
ESTABLISHMENT. ORGANIZATION, DUTIES

4. Establishment
1/ The Institute of Ethiopian Standards (herein
after the “Standards Institute™) is hereby
established as an autonomous Federal
Government office having its own legal
personality.
2/ The Standards Institute shall be accountable

to the Ministry.

5. Head Office
The Standards Institute shall have its head office
in Addis Ababa and may have branch offices

elsewhere, as may be necessary.

6. Objective

The Standards Institute shall have the following

objectives:-

1/ To undertake study and research activities in
the field of standards, provide training and
consulting services;

2/ To establish a standardization system so as to
develop coherent Ethiopian standards which
are in line with intemational best practice;

3/ To enhance the competitiveness of the
products and services of the country at the
nationaland intemational level and facilitate

trade through the use of standards;

4/ To develop appropriate Ethiopian standards
for indigenous products and services so as to
make in international

them competitive

market;

5/ To strengthen the situation where Ethiopian
standards can be supportive of the holistic
development activities of the country.

7. Powers and Duties

The Standards Institute shall have the powers

and duties to:-

1/ Develop Ethiopian standards and schems,
support and work in collaboration with the
relevant executive bodies to incorporate and
implement standards in all development
sectors of the country;

2/ Recognize any standard published by
International, Regional and Sub Regional
standardization bodies as Ethiopian
standard, publish and disseminate such

publications;
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3/ Develop and implement programs necessary

to encourage quality;

4/ Establish technical committees for the
purpose of developing Ethiopian standards
and determine their working guidelines;

5/ Determine the shape and content of
Ethiopian standard mark and authorize its
use, register the users in a central data base
and follow up same;

6/ Establish national enquiry point and

services on

deliver standardization,

conformity assessment guidelines and
technical Regulation;

7/ Develop quality and standard awareness
creation programs and working procedures

and implement same;

8/ Enable domestic and foreign country based
manufacturers and service providers to
benefit from technology transfer through
providing technical support, training and
consultancy services in the implementation
of standards;

9/ Build the capability of companies through
technical support, training and consultancy
services to develop their own excelled

company standards;

10/ Develop and administer appropriate
other

methods applicable to ensure whether

information  technologies  and
products and services own the required
quality and accurate traceability for the
purpose of preventing consumers from

deceptive trade practices;
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11/ Provide cleaner production support to the
industries through training, technical and
advisory services which help them to
reduce pollution and wastage during

production process;

12/ Conduct research regarding national quality

award system and establish the system,

13/Undertake training, research and
consultancy activities on the development,
application, impacts and other related issues
of standards;

14/ Represent the country’s interest in

international forums regarding standards

and follow up and support the

implementation of treaties to which
Ethiopia is a party;

15/ Work in collaboration with national quality

other

infrastructure  institutions  and

relevant stakeholders of the country as well

as relevant development  partners,
International, Regional and National
standardization bodies;

16/ Give special support to small and medium,
as well as start up businesses;
17/ Own property, enter into agreement, sue

and be sued in its own name;

18/ Charge fees for the services it renders in
accordance with the rate determined by the

Regulation of the Council of Ministers;

19/ Carry out other related activities necessary

for the attainment of its objectives.
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8. Organization of the Standards Institute

The Standards Institute shall have:-

1/ Ethiopian Standards Board (hereinafter the
“Board”);

2/ A Director General and Deputy Director
Generals, as necessary; and

3/ The necessary staff.
9. Members of the Board

1/ The Board shall consist not more than eleven
members including the chairperson, drawn
from the appropriate Government organs and
other bodies including consumers, private
sectors, regulators and acadamia appointed
by the Government upon the

recommendation of the Minister.

2/ The Director General of the Standards
Institute shall be member and secretary of
the Board.

10. Powers and Duties of the Board
The Board shall have the powers and duties
to:-

1/ Evaluate the short and long term plans as
well as annual plans, work programs and
budgets of the Standards Institute before

submission to the Government and follow

up their implementation upon approval;

2/ Evaluate and approve the additional budget
of the Standards Institute earned from
service charges and other sources

following the basic principles of the

financial laws of the country and follow up

its implementation;

3/Direct, oversee and evaluate the

performance of the Standards Institute;
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and administration of employees, trainers
and consultants of the Standards Institute
and determine their salary and benefits
following the basic principles of the civil
service laws of the country;

5/ Examine and approve voluntary and
mandatory Ethiopian standards proposed

by technical committees;

6/ Establish sectorial advisory committees
necessary for the development of
standards in different fields;

7/ Decide on such matters as may be
submitted to it by the Director General of
the Standards Institute.

11. Meetings of the Board
1/ The Board shall meet every three months;

provided, however, that extraordinary
meeting may be held at any time when
called by the chairperson.

2/ There shall be a quorum when 2/3 votes of
the members of the Board are present at
any meeting.

3/ Any decisions of the Board shall be passed
by 2/3 votes of members present at a
meeting.

4/ The Board may, without prejudice to the
provisions of this Article, adopt its own
rules of procedures governing the conduct

of meetings.
12. Term of Office
1/ The term of office for the members of the
Board shall be five years.
2/ Any member of the Board may be removed

from the Board when he:-
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(a) Has violated the code of conduct issued
pursuant to this Proclamation;

(b) Has a repeated unacceptable absence to
the meetings;

(c) Has shown manifested incompetence
and inefficiency;

(d) Can no longer

carry  out  his
responsibilities on account of mental or
physical illness; or
(e) Has left the Institution he represented.
13.Powers and Duties of the Director General

1/ The Director General shall be the chief
executive officer and shall direct and
administer the activities of the Standards
Institute.

2/ Without limiting the generality of Sub-
Article (1) of this Article, the Director
General shall:-

a) Exercise the powers and duties of the
Standards Institute

specified under

Article 7 of this Proclamation;

b) Recruit and administer employees,
trainers and consultants of the Standards
Institute on the basis of Directive issued
by the Board,;

¢) Prepare and submit to the Board and the
Ministry short and long term strategic
plans as well as annual plans, work
programs and budgets of the Standards
Institute and implement same upon

approval,

d) Effect

implementation in accordance with the

expenditures and ensure its

approved budget of the Standards

Institute;
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e) Prepare the performance and financial
reports of the  Standards Institute and
submit same to the Board and the
Ministry;

f) Represent the Standards Institute in its
dealings with third parties;

g) Delegate part of his powers and duties to

other officers and staff to the extent

necessary for the effective performance of
the activities of the Standards Institute.
14. Powers and Duties of the Deputy Director

General

The Deputy Director General shall have the

powers and duties to:

1/ Direct and coordinate sectors and divisions
under him as per the general direction of the
Director General;

2/ Assist the Director General by planning,
organizing, directing and coordinating the
activities of the Standards Institute;

3/ Perform other duties assigned to him by the
Director General;

4/ Act on behalf of the Director General in his
absence; where there are more than one
Deputy Director Generals and no specific
delegation has been given by the Director
General, the Deputy Director General who
is senior by appointment shall act on behalf
of the Director General.

15. Source of Income
1/The Standards

1/ The Standards Institute shall keep complete
and accurate books of accounts.

17. Authority to Standardization

1/ The Standards Institute shall be the peak
standards body for the

development, maintenance and promotion

national

of Ethiopian Standards.

2/ The Standards Institute, in its capacity as
the peak national standards body, shall be
the sole Government body to develop,
establish and publish national standards for
products, service or systems, code of

practice, and methods of tests.

3/ No person shall issue a document that
create, or may create the impression that it
is or contain an Ethiopian Standards
without the official permission of the
Standards Institute.
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18. Development of Ethiopian Standards

1/New Ethiopian standards may be developed

by adopting, adapting or making reference

to International, Regional or National
standard bodies of other countries.

2/ Standards for indigenous products and
services shall be developed based on
scientific studies and research findings.

3/ Ethiopian standards shall be declared as

the of

accordance with

mandatory on basis impact

assessment in the

following requirements:-

a) Human health and safety;
b) Animal and plant life and safety;
¢) Protection of the environment;

d) Prevention of deceptive trade practices;

and

e) National security interest.

19. Initiation and Proposal of New Standards

1/ A new standard proposal may be initiated
by any interested person and be submitted
to the Standards Institute in writing upon
filling the required form and paying the
prescribed fees.

2/ The Standards Institute shall refer the
initiation request to the relevant technical
committee and require coming up with its
recommendation after conducting the

necessary impact assessment based on the
requirements specified under Article 18

(3) of this Proclamation.
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3/ The Standards Institute shall notify the
applicant in writing the acceptance or
rejection of the request including its
reasons within thirty working days from
the receipt of the application.

4/ The applicant may lodge his complaint to
the Board within fifteen days from the
receipt of the decision if  he is not

satisfied with the decision of the

Standards Institute.
5/ The Board shall examine the complaint and
render a final decision within thirty days.
6/ Without prejudice to the provisions of this
Article, the detail procedures for the
request of standard development shall be
governed by Directive issued hereunder.

20. Technical Committees

1/ Members of Technical Committees are
drawn from govemment institutions, non-
governmental  organizations,  private

undertakings and civil societies.

2/ Consensus shall be reached on the
proposed standards based on fair reflection
of opinion by members of the Technical
Committees.

3/ Decisions of Technical Committees shall
be made by two third votes of the members
if consensus cannot be reached on the

proposed standards pursuant to sub-article

(2) of this Article.
4/ The detail working procedures of technical
committees shall be determined by

Directive issued hereunder.
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21. Public Comment Hearing Period

I/ The Standards Institute shall publicize any
proposed standards for public comment on
its website for the period not less than sixty
days.

2/Without limiting the generality of Sub-
Article (1) of this Article, in the case of
emergency, the Board may decide the
publication of any proposed standards for
public comment on website for the period
less than sixty days.

3/ Public comments gathered pursuant to Sub-
Article (1) of this article shall be submitted
to the relevant technical committee for its
technical decision.

4/ The Technical Committees shall submit
draft voluntary and mandatory Ethiopian
standards to the decision of the Board
based the

consultation of regulatory bodies and

on Systemic Review,

The Board shall examine and approve

23. Publication and Notification of Standards
1/ The Standards Institute shall publicize the

approval of Ethiopian standards by a
newspaper having wider circulation in the
country and on its website within fifteen

working days from their approval.

2/ The Standards Institute shall publish
Ethiopian standards within thirty working
days from their approval.
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3/ Any person can seek and obtain from the

Standards Institute the publication of
approved Ethiopian standards upon the

payment of the prescribed fees.

24, Systemic Review
1/ The Standards Institute shall carry out
systemic review on approved Ethiopian
Standards every five years or upon findings
of impact assessment or based on a written

request of any regulatory body.

2/ Systemic Review shall be carried out on
the basis of practical problems, updated
needs and

technology, national

competitiveness on international market.

3/ Any Ethiopian standards may be revised,

PART FOUR

ADMINSTRATION OF ETHIOPIAN
STANDARDS MARKS
25. Eligibility to a Standard Marl

1/No person shall use Ethiopian standard
mark on any product or service without
having a valid authorization from the
Standards Institute.

2/A person shall be authorized to use
Ethiopian standard mark upon ascertaining
the conformity of the product or the service
to the relevant Ethiopian standard

requirements by an accredited conformity

assessment body in accordance with this

Proclamation, Regulation and Directive

issued hereunder and the certification

CamScanner
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scheme.

3/ Any person who produces, exports, imports
or supplies to the market any product or
service subject to Mandatory Ethiopian
Standards is required to hold a conformity
certificate and to use a mandatory

Standards mark.

4/ The requirements for the authorization of
Ethiopian standards mark for voluntary
standards of products or services shall be
determined by the Regulation and

Directive issued hereunder.

26. Use of Standard Mark

1/ Any person authorized to use Ethiopian
standard mark shall use the mark only for
those products or services specified in the
permit.

2/ The Standards Institute shall establish a

register of persons authorized to use

Ethiopian standard mark.

1/ Any Ethiopian standard mark used for local

products or services shall be renewed every

year.

2/ The Standards Institute shall suspend the
authorization of Ethiopian standard mark

where:
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a) The holder violates those requirements
specified in this Proclamation, regulations

or Directive issued hereunder;

b) The relevant regulator suspended the
product or the service for the reason of

substandard quality;

¢) The conformity assessment body notified
the Standards Institute the suspension of
the certificate of conformity issued for the

product or the service of the holder;

d) The permit is used by the holder for an

unauthorized purpose; or

e) It is verified that the permit was issued or

renewed based on falsified document.

3/ The Standards Institute shall revoke the

suspended authorization of Ethiopian

Standard Mark unless the people rectify the

reason for its suspension within the period

specified in the Regulation issued
hereunder.

4/ Without prejudice to the provisions of this

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1/ Voluntary Ethiopian standards shall have a
mandatory application when they become
part of any law.

2/ Executive bodies may have the following
options to enforce standards in the manner
specified under sub-article (1) of this
Article:-

a) By referencing all or part of the
Standards; or

b) By referencing the number and title of
the standards.

3/ Any person who supplies  products or

services specified under Sub-Article (2) of

this Article is required to hold a conformity

certificate from a recognized conformity

assessment body.

29.Integrating Standards in Procurement

Packages
1/ Voluntary Ethiopian standards shall be

mandatorily enforced if integrated in
procurement bids either by reference or

direct integration.

2/ Any person who supplies products or
services integrated in procurement bids in
accordance with sub-article (1) of this
Article is required to hold a conformity
certificate from a recognized conformity

assessment body.
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30.PRowers and Duties of the Ministry

1. Without prejudice to powers given to other

executive bodies in accordance with the
relevant laws, the Ministry shall regulate
products and services subject to mandatory

Ethiopian standards.

2. Without prejudice to the generality of the

provisions of Sub-Article (1) of this
Article, the Ministry shall:-

a)Propose the development or revision of

mandatory FEthiopian standards to the

Standards Institute and upon approval

notify their effectiveness to the public on

its website and a newspaper having wider
circulation in the country;

b) Evaluate and

register  imported

commercial products based on the

applicable requirements specified in the

Regulation and Directive issued
hereunder;

¢) Issue permit to products and Services
subject to mandatory  Ethiopian
standards upon verifying the fulfillment
of quality requirements before being
supplied to the market, entering and
leaving the country and control their
compliance accordingly;

d) Conduct factory and market surveillance
as well as quality inspection of import

and export products on risk basis;
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e) Undertake inspection ,take sample free
of charge, cause the conduct of
Laboratory Test on products subjects
to mandatory Ethiopian Standards and

render decision based on the result;

f) Implement, where necessary, pre-
shipment Inspection service of import
products in the countries of origin by
national or international Conformity
Assessment Bodies in accordance with
the recognized Ethiopian or other

similar international standards;

g) Order the recall of market distributed
products and the termination of
Services that failed to meet the
requirements of mandatory Ethiopian

standards;

h) Render an appropriate decision, as
necessary, on the standards of products
or Services upon the receipt of a
conformity certificate issued by the
recognized  conformity  assessment
bodies;

i) Cause the disposal of products subject to
mandatory  Ethiopian  standards in
collaboration with the relevant bodies
and at the expense of the owner when
they expire or when they are confirmed
to be unfit for use pursuant to this
Proclamation;

j) Coordinate other regulatory bodies in
order to facilitate the coherent
enforcement of mandatory Ethiopian

standards under their jurisdiction;
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k) Work in collaboration with the concerned
national and international institutions to
ensure that technical regulations are
developed in line with international trade
practices; Sign with different countries
mutual agreements related to technical
Regulation; implement same upon
approval and oversee their
implementation;

1) Organize and maintain a national
database of technical Regulation and
give notification services to other
countries and international
organizations in accordance with
international agreements;

m) Deploy inspectors who perform
Inspection activities for the
implementation of this Proclamation,
Regulation and Directive issued

hereunder.

31. Rights and Obligations of the Implementer

1/ Any Implementer shall have the right to:-

a)Require and verify the identification
card and an authorization letter issued
by the Ministry when the inspector is
assigned on duty in the factory or
market establishment for Inspection
during and out of working hours;

b) Seek and receive from the inspector any
information concerning the inspection;
c) Reveal any information, lodge
complaints and get the necessary
response from the Ministry regarding
the quality of products or services
subject to mandatory Ethiopian

standards;
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d) Acquire

Any Implementer shall have the

obligations to:-

relating to the inspection;
Give relevant information forthwith and
provide written explanation not more
than five working days from the receipt
of such request;

32. Duti LR ibilities of the 1

Any inspector shall have duties and

responsibilities to:-

1/ Perform regulatory activities on import and
export products at entry and exit ports of
the country;

2/ Enter into any manufacturing, service,
storage,  distribution  or  retailing

establishments or transportation facilities

at any time without prior notice for the
purpose of enforcing this Proclamation,

Regulation and  Directive  issued
hereunder, and conduct Inspection, take
samples free of charge when necessary,
order the seal and detaintion of products
until laboratory test results are known,
seize products in accordance with the law,
order the storage of products without
removal or any alteration of another thing
related to them;

3/ Enter into and inspect the manufacturing,
storage, distribution or transportation
facilities and suspend the distribution of
products or services that do not comply
with mandatory Ethiopian standards

where he has sufficient ground to suspect

that they have been or may be illegally

used for commercial purposes;
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4/ Collect and present to the Ministry
the

Implementer, products or Services subject

5/ Control and keep records of the proper
disposal of expired or unusable products or

33. Obligations of Inspectors

Any inspector shall:-
1/Show his
authorization letter issued by the Ministry

conducting any inspection activity in the
business place of the Implementer;

2/ Report to the Ministry the violation of any
provisions of this Proclamation, Regulation
and Directive issued here under known to
him;

3/ Give a receipt or a receiving note to the
Implementer where he take sample;

4/ Maintain the confidentiality of any
information or document he obtained as a
result of his responsibilities;

5/ Discharge his responsibilities with due
care, diligence, honesty and timeliness and
respect the lawfull orders of higher

officials.
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34.Powers and Duties of Regional Trade
Offices

Anybody authorized to administer trade in a
Region shall:-

1/ Conduct market surveillance and inspection
activities on products and services subject
to mandatory Ethiopian standards and

share information with the Ministry.

2/ Carry out factory surveillance when
delegated by the Ministry based on the
study periodically conducted.

35. Keeping a Register
The Ministry shall keep a register open to the
public showing complete, accurate and
detailed data regarding the permit issued to
any Implementer.

PART SEVEN
ADMINSTRATIVE ~ MEASURES  AND
PENALTIES
36. Administrative Measures

1/ The Ministry may:-

a) Order the Implementer to hold products
under his possession or terminate the
provision of services for a specified period
until their compliance is certified by a
laboratory test or inspection, as
appropriate, when it has a reasonable
ground to suspect that products or Services
in the market do not fulfill the mandatory
Ethiopian Standards;
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b) Bar products or services specified under
sub-article (a) above from entering the
country, dispose them at the expense of the
owner or re-export them to the country of
origin, suspend their distribution, decide
their confiscation or cause other legal
measures to be taken in accordance with
the Regulation issued hereunder where it is
confirmed that they are not in compliance
with the requirements of mandatory

Ethiopian standards;

c) Refuse or suspend a permit when it has
been satisfied that products or Services
locally produced, imported, provided for
sale or those ready for export are not in
compliance with the mandatory Ethiopian
standards and revoke such permit if
corrective measures are not taken by the
implementer within the period specified in

the Regulation issued hereunder.

2/ The Standards Institute shall take
administrative measures including written
warning, suspension and revocation of the
authorization of Ethiopian standards mark,
as appropriate, on any implementer who
violates the provision of this Proclamation,
Regulation and Directive issued hereunder

relating to standard mark.
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3/ A body authorized to administer trade in a
region in accordance with Article 34 of this
Proclamation shall take the following

administrative measures:-

a) Order the Implementer to hold products under
his possession or terminate the provision of
services for a specified period until their
compliance is certified by a laboratory test or
inspection, as appropriate, when it has a
reasonable ground to suspect that products or
Services in the market do not fulfill the

mandatory Ethiopian standards;

b) Dispose products or terminate services
specified under Sub-Article (a) above at the
expense of the owner, suspend their
distribution, decide their confiscation or
cause other legal measures to be taken in
accordance with the Regulation issued
hereunder where it is confirmed that they
are not in compliance with the requirements

of mandatory Ethiopian standards.

4/ The Ministry , the Standards Institute or the
body authorized to administer trade in a
region shall, in due care, notify the public the
measures taken pursuant to Sub-Article (1),
(2) and (3) of this Article through mass

media with wider coverage in the country.
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37. Grievance

1/ Any person who is aggrieved with the
decision of any concerned official regarding
matters covered in this Proclamation,

Regulation and Directive issued here under

may lodge his complaint in writing to the

Head of the Ministry ,the Standards Institute

or the body authorized to administer trade

in a region, as appropriate, within Ten
working days from the rendering of such
decision.

2/ The Head of the Ministry, the Standards

the body authorized to

Institute or
administer trade in a region shall notify his
decision in writing to the aggrieved person
within fifteen working days from the receipt

of the complaint.

3/ The complaint may lodge his complaint to
the competent Court within Thirty days
from the rendering of the decision if he is
aggrieved by the decision of the Head of the
Ministry, the Standards Institute or the body
authorized to administer trade in a region or
if he has not received a written decision
within the time limit specified under Sub-
Article of this Article.

38. Prohibited Acts
Without prejudice to other prohibitions
provided in this Proclamation and other
appropriate laws, the following acts are
prohibited:-
1/ Using a standard which is not approved or

withdrawn by the Standards Institute;
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2/ Producing, exporting, importing, storing,
transporting, distributing or supplying to
the market products or Services subject to
mandatory Ethiopian standards without
obtaining the necessary permit;

3/ Transferring a permit obtained pursuant to
this

assessment

Proclamation or a conformity

certificate issued by a
recognized conformity assessment body to
a third party or receiving and using such
documents without having the right to do

S0;

4/ Committing adulteration of products
subject to mandatory Ethiopian standards
and causing such products to be
counterfeited and substandard irrespective
of the fact that they cause harm on the
health or safety of human beings, anims!
or plants;

5/ Using Ethiopian standards mark without
obtaining the necessary authorization
from the Standards Institute, using an
expired or revoked standard mark, using
the mark for products or Services to which
the mark is not allowed, exporting,
importing, distributing, supplying or

promoting products or Services subject to

mandatory Ethiopian standards without
affixing an Ethiopian Standard Mark,
using an illegal standard mark as legal, or
transferring the mark illegally to another

person;
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6/Producing or issuing false conformity
certificate for the standards of products or
services or supplying products without

labeling or in a misleading manner.

39. Penalty
In addition to the confiscation of the regulated

product:-

1/ Any person who violates Article 38 Sub-
Article (1) of this Proclamation shall be
punished with rigorous imprisonment from
One year to Five years and fine from birr

Twenty Five Thousand to Fifty Thousand ;

2/ Any person who violates Article 38 Sub-
Article (2) or (3) of this Proclamation shall
be punished with simple imprisonment
from six months to Three years and fine
from birr Fifty Thousand to One Hundred

Thousand;

3/ Any person who violates article 38 Sub-
Article (4) of this Proclamation shall be
punished with rigorous imprisonment from
Three years to Seven years and fine from
birr one hundred thousand to two hundred

thousand;
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4/ Any Person who violates article 38 Sub-
Article (5) or (6) of this Proclamation shall
be punished with rigorous imprisonment
from one year to five years and fine from
birr One Hundred Thousand to Two
Hundred Thousand;

5/ A juridical person who violates the
provisions of Article 38 of this
Proclamation shall be fined from Birr one
Hundred Thousand to Five Hundred
Thousand.

PART EIGHT
MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS
40. Transitory Provisions

1/ Any permit, conformity assessment
certificate  or Ethiopian standard mark
granted before the coming into force of this
Proclamation shall be considered to be
issued under this Proclamation.

2/ Products and Services produced or being
transported before the coming in to effect of
this Proclamation shall be subject to the
existing law.

41. Duty to Cooperate
Any person shall have the duty to cooperate
for the enforcement of this Proclamation,

Regulation and Directive issued hereunder.

42. Power to Issue Regulation and Directive

1/The Council of Ministers may issue
Regulation necessary for the proper
implementation of this Proclamation.

2/The Ministry may issue Directive necessary
for the proper implementation of this
Proclamation and Regulation issued
pursuant to Sub-Article (1) of this Article.
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Regulation No. 193/2010 is hereby repealed.

2/ No Proclamation, Regulation, Directive or
practice shall, in so far as it is inconsistent
with this Proclamation, be applicable with

covered by this

Proclamation.

44. Transfer of Rights and Obligations

The rights and obligations of the Ethiopian
Standards Agency established in accordance
with the Council of Ministers Regulation
No0.193/2010 is hereby transferred to the
Institute of Ethiopian Standards established

pursuant to this Proclamation.

45.Effective Date

This Proclamation shall enter into force up on

its publication in the Federal Negarit Gazettee.
